As we enter the CommissionOs
19th year of contributions to the
creation and improvement of
OhioOs cultural facilities, we reflect
on our achievements and plan for
future challenges.

The work we do is important to OhioOs economy.
Cultural facilities and the dynamic programs they house
add value to OhioOs communities when they are part of
plans focused on the creative economy, education,
community revitalization, and tourism. Communities with
vibrant arts and cultural districts are more likely to
attract businesses and entrepreneurs. Creative centers
are essential to retaining an educated workforce in the
knowledge economy. Cultural facilities are a critical link
in educational development, providing hands-on and
creative learning experiences that supplement the
minimal exposure to the arts available in many schools.
Further, Ohio is ranked well above the national average
in consumersO ratings for Ogreat museums and cultural
attractions,O while travel expenditures in Ohio total $31
billion, provide paychecks worth $10 billion for our
citizens, and yield $2 billion in tax revenues. These are
clear endorsements of the value of our work.

The CommissionOs dual role is to ensure that public
funds entrusted to our care are properly spent, while at
the same time adding value to cultural facility projects
across Ohio. The Commission hopes to encourage even
more effective use of public funds through anodel
community capital project processand project self-
assessment tooblesigned to help legislators and civic
leaders determine how proposed projects will benefit
from state capital funding. We support the consistent
application of quality standards, based upon industry
best practices. These standards and the model process
encourage communities to plan facility improvements
that are truly needed and viable in the long run (se€he
Importance of Project Planningon page 1 of this report).

As we look ahead to the challenges for the future,
our Executive Director will focus on a key goal of the
CommissionOs strategic planNcultivating new and
existing partnerships. Through discussion, the
Commission hopes to assist community leaders and
policy makers in arriving at the best decisions about
planning, funding and supporting cultural facilities and
the corresponding use of public funds for construction.

The
CommissionO®roject Planning and Assessment
Guide offers just this type of advice for capital
improvements projects. The guide steps

the reader through a series of key questions
critical to project success and organizational
sustainability. These key questions are also
an important component of the CommissionOs
recommended model process for community
capital improvements projects mentioned in
the ChairmanOs letter on the previous page,
and include:

¥ Does the organization have a clearly defined
mission and practical programming goals, and
is this project compatible with those goals?
Do these goals respond to community needs?

Can the organization generate the community
support, contributions, and revenue needed

to complete the project and succeed in the
resulting facility?

Have the planners of the facility considered the
physical planning characteristics that are most
likely to result in community revitalization?

Has the organization adequately planned for
the full scope of the project? Have architectural
and construction plans, project administration,
true financial costs, funding, cash flow, start
up, and consequent demands on the organiza-
tion been adequately addressed by the plan?

Does the organization have the managerial
skills and financial readiness to complete the
project, continue to operate the facility, and
meet its programming goals into the future?

Is the proposed project realistic and viable
over the long term?

The Ohio Cultural Facilities Commission is a state agency that helps
enhance the quality of life for Ohioans by improving the stateOs
cultural facilities. The Commission ensures wise stewardship of
capital improvement funds appropriated by the General Assembly
and the Governor for planning, construction, renovation, and
expansion projects at OhioOs nonprofit theaters, museums, arts
education facilities, historical sites, and publicly owned professional
sports venues.

The statutory role of the Commission
is defined in Chapter 3383 of the Ohio
Revised Code. The Commission was
established in 1988 as the Ohio Arts
Facilities Commission. Changes in
responsibilities in 1995 prompted the
Legislature to change the name to 3
the Ohio Arts & Sports Facilities The Year in Review
Commission. The Legislature changed
the name again in 2004Nto the Ohio
Cultural Facilites CommissionN
at the request of the Commission, to 23
better describe the full range of State Historical Facilities
facilities overseen.

The Commission does not have a

pool of funds from which to award

grants. Instead, all of the CommissionOs projects are assigned by the
Governor and Legislature in the biennial capital improvements budget
bill. The CommissionQs role is to establish and implement operational
policies and oversight mechanisms to ensure that public funds
entrusted to its care are spent properly. State interests are protected
by verifying that each project has significant community support and
a solid management plan. Cultural organizations assume risks when
committing to capital improvements. To make sure that adequate
financial support is in place to cover construction and operating

costs, the Commission reviews plans for each projectOs viability.

The Commission further provides project planning and assessment
assistance, funding administration, and contract oversight. Careful
planning and supervision by the Commission will maximize the impact
of the stateOs investment over time and help ensure that projects,
once completed, will operate successfully.

As part of the CommissionOs strategic
plan to raise awareness of its role in
protecting public funds, Executive
Director Kathy Fox and Community
Relations Director Jerry Emig met with
dozens of legislators during fiscal year
2006.

Commission staff completed a new
guide for prospective project sponsors
called the Project Planning and
Assessment Guide The guide, which is
also relevant for current Commission
project sponsors, offers guidance to
ensure detailed and accurate project
planning, as well as ways to help assess
a projectOs plan through a series of
critical questions. Commission staff
also completed an updated edition of
the Project Sponsor Resource Guiddor
bond-funded cultural facility projects.

$30 MILLION ISSUED IN

NEW BONDS

The first bond issuance through the
Treasurer of State for Commission
projects was finalized in August of

2005, and totaled $30 million. Am.

Sub. House Bill 16 of the 126th

General Assembly changed the issuer of
the CommissionOs bonds to the Treasurer
of State, effective July 1, 2005, so

that the Commission could employ a
simpler process and streamlined legal
documents for these projects.

COMMISSION ASSISTS WITH
SANDUSKY STATE THEATRE
RECOVERY

The Sandusky State Theatre closed at
midnight, November 16, 2005, due

to a failed operating levy and debt of
more than $1 million. A local steering
committee, the Sandusky/Erie County
Community Foundation (SECCF),
worked with the Commission and led
the efforts to reopen the theater.
SECCF updated the Commission at
each quarterly meeting on its progress.
Among the most important develop-
ments during the year: provisions were
created for financial and organizational
restructuring and a business plan for
the theater; more than $2.5 million was
raised to provide funding to the theater;
all debt was erased; all ticket holders
for cancelled events were repaid; and
local officials announced a September
2006 reopening.

ZION CENTER

The Zion Center is part of the Dayton Cultural and RTA
Transit Center that serves as a cultural venue for the
community and a transit gateway from downtown to both
the Dayton Aviation Heritage National Park and the
historic WrightBDunbar Village neighborhood. A grand
opening was held in November 2005.

The CommissionOs original focus was on cultural facilities, as described in the
enabling legislation, enacted in 1988. The CommissionOs first assignments were
to oversee the Riffe Center Theatres in Columbus and to determine the need for a
state performing arts center, which culminated in the 1995 opening of the
Stanley J. Aronoff Center for the Performing Arts in Cincinnati. Per the Ohio
Revised Code, eligible cultural facilities may include venues ranging from
visual arts centers, theaters, and arts education facilities to science and
technology centers and local historical facilities. The manager of the
property must be a 501(c)(3) organization incorporated in Ohio, or
governmental entity (usually a city or county government), and the
project sponsor must demonstrate regional support in the form of
local matching resources. At a minimum, the local match must
be equal to $1 for every $2 appropriated by the state. Local
contributions may include cash contributions, the facilityOs
value of land and existing buildings, or funds set aside in an
operating endowment.
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CULTURAL FACILITIEACTIVE PROJECTS

AKRON ART MUSEUM

Summit County

The Akron Art MuseumOs $38 million expansion, designed by the
world-renowned architecture firm, Coop Himmelb(l)au of Vienna,
Austria, is expected to be completed by spring 2007. The project
adds 63,000 square feet to the existing 84-year-old museum,
increasing its size to 83,000 square feet. Gallery space will triple to
display the museumOs modern and contemporary art dating from
1850 to the present. Six state appropriations for the project total
$7.7 million. More than $5.7 million in construction costs have been
reimbursed to the project sponsors, including $4.4 million in fiscal
year 2006. The museum has been closed since March 2004.

AMERICAN CLASSICAL MUSIC HALL OF FAME

Hamilton County

Some of the American Classical Music Hall of Fame exhibits are in
the process of being relocated and are scheduled to be on display at
CincinnatiOs Memorial Hall by the end of August 2006. The
CommissionOs grant agreement with the Hall of Fame calls for the
exhibits to be relocated for public display at no cost to the state by
June 30, 2007. Approximately $200,000 remains from two General
Revenue Fund grants totaling $600,000 for improvements at the
museumOs former location. A project scope for the remaining funds is
to be determined. State funds were previously used to update
exhibits, renovate space at its prior location, and to purchase a new
performance piano.

AMHERST HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Lorain County

The Historical Society has a $35,000 state appropriation in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly that it intends to use for
improvements at its 6.5-acre sandstone home living museum.
Projects include renovating a 1925 caboose and constructing a
historical display of a train derailment that occurred in the town.

ANCHORAGE, THE

Washington County

Built in 1859 by local businessman Douglas Putnam, The Anchorage
is a 22-room Tuscan-style stone mansion that originally was known
as Putnam Place. The state appropriated $50,000 in Am. Sub. H.B.
675 of the 124th General Assembly for improvements to this

historic landmark located in the Harmar District of Marietta.
Improvements will include chimney and roof work, first-floor
restoration, and possibly an elevator compliant with the Americans
with Disabilities Act.

ARIEL THEATRE

Gallia County

Originally known as The Ariel Opera House, the theater opened its
doors in December 1895. It closed in 1963, but reopened in 1990
after a restoration project that received a Preservation Merit Award
from the Ohio Historic Preservation Office. The facility is now called
the ArielDAnn Carson Dater Performing Arts Centre and honors Ms.
Carson Dater, who has donated $4 million to the Ohio Valley
Symphony Orchestra, the local sponsor. The sponsors are still
deciding the scope of a project for the $100,000 appropriation in
Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.

ARMORY YOUTH CENTER

Madison County

The Armory Youth Center is a contributing facility within a National
Register of Historic Places historic district, and it is owned by the
city of London. Improvements needed at the facility include door
replacements, roofing work, outside electrical work, and mortar work.
A $40,000 state appropriation was transferred to this project from
another project in the district in Am. Sub. H.B. 530 of the 126th
General Assembly.

ART ACADEMY OF CINCINNATI

Hamilton County

The Art Academy of Cincinnati is a long-established independent
college of art and design providing professional degrees and
community education programs for artists and designers. A
$13-million renovation project is ongoing. Academy officials are
considering using the $100,000 state appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B.
16 of the 126th General Assembly to construct a rooftop studio,
along with other options. Academy officials will present their project
to the Commission for approval after the status of additional state
funding, which they are seeking, is known.

AURORA OUTDOOR SPORTS COMPLEX

Portage County

Plans for the state-funded portion of the project are still in the
planning stage. Initial plans called for locally funded development of
four baseball fields, four soccer fields, and concession, restroom,
parking, maintenance, and playground areas. The project has a
$50,000 state appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th
General Assembly.

BEAVERCREEK COMMUNITY THEATRE

Greene County

The city of Beavercreek donated a vacant store to be renovated into a
community center and theater. One-third of the facility will be used
to create the theater and related areas. The rest of the facility will be
used as a senior center. The city has completed construction on the
lobby and restrooms that will be shared by both groups. Construction
of a 130-seat theater, dressing rooms, and costume and storage
shops, and the installation of lighting will be paid in part with the
state appropriation of $100,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th
General Assembly. The project and the expenditure of state funds
were approved by the Commission at its May 2006 meeting.

BECK CENTER FOR THE CULTURAL ARTS

Cuyahoga County

The Beck Center, which serves more than 3,600 students annually,
consists of a 400-seat theater, a studio theater, classrooms, lobby,
gallery space, and business offices. The centerOs art gallery is home
to the Cleveland Artists® Foundation. Various improvements have
been completed using an initial $100,000 appropriation, including
restroom renovation, and box office and other support area
improvements. The scope of a project has not been determined for a
second state appropriation of $100,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly.
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THE ART ACADEMY OF CINCINNATI IS A SMALL, INDEPENDENT COLLEGE
OF ART AND DESIGN WITH APPROXIMATELY TWO HUNDRED STUDENTS
ENROLLED IN ITS FOUR UNDERGRADUATE DEGREE PROGRAMS.

BELLBROOKBDSUGARCREEK HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Greene County

The Bellbrook Historic Museum houses a collection of artifacts that
portray the story of Bellbrook, from circa 1816. The Crowl Building,
a former mortuary and current museum annex, provides a historic
perspective of the undertaking business in the mid-1800s.
Improvements to the facility include building wheelchair ramps for
the Crowl Building compliant with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, and improving sidewalks. The project and the expenditure of
$10,000 in state funds were approved by the Commission at its
August 2005 meeting. The funds were appropriated in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.

BRADFORD OHIO RAILROAD MUSEUM

Miami County

A museum complex is currently being developed at Bradford Junction
that will include a switching tower, replica depot, freight-dock OstageO
for live performances, and a flagmanOs shanty. The state-funded part
of the project is to renovate the exterior and interior of the tower,
including restroom and utilities hook-ups. The project and the
expenditure of $100,000 appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly was approved by the Commission at its
August 2005 meeting.

BRAMLEY HISTORIC HOUSE

Cuyahoga County

The Bramley House is an 1850s Greek Revival-style home on the
National Register of Historic Places. A project to renovate the facility,
which is currently not in use, has a $75,000 appropriation in Am.
Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General Assembly.

BROAD STREET HISTORICAL RENOVATION

Lorain County

The project calls for a redevelopment of ElyriaOs Broad Street area.
This includes the demolition of several existing commercial buildings,
renovation of existing structures, and construction of several new
buildings. The project has a $300,000 state appropriation in Am.
Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.

THE CANTON PALACE THEATRE HAS HAD A LONG AND ILLUSTRIOUS
HISTORY. THIS YEAR MARKS ITS 80TH ANNIVERSARY PRESENTING
CULTURAL, ENTERTAINMENT, AND EDUCATIONAL EXPERIENCES FOR
THE COMMUNITY.

BUTLER PALACE THEATRE

Butler County

This theater, modeled after the Rivoli in New York, opened in 1920
and is being renovated to support productions for the Greater
Hamilton Civic Theatre production group. An initial $100,000 state
appropriation will be used to replace the theaterOs leaking roof, which
is jeopardizing interior improvements that are in progress. The project
and the expenditure of funds were approved by the Commission at its
August 2005 meeting, and more than $65,000 was reimbursed in
fiscal year 2006. An additional $100,000 was transferred to the
project in Am. Sub. House Bill 66 of the 126th General Assembly.
The funds will be used for windows, terra cotta work, and HVAC
improvements. The Commission approved the project and the
expenditure of the funds for this project at its May 2006 meeting.

CANTON PALACE THEATRE

Stark County

The interior of the Canton Palace Theatre, built in 1926, duplicates
the look of a Mediterranean courtyard on a midsummer night. The
facility has four state appropriations totaling $3.05 million. The state
has reimbursed the local sponsor $2.1 million, including $85,000 in
fiscal year 2006, for improvements that include orchestra pit and
storage room additions, stage rigging and marquee replacements,
office remodeling, and exterior terra cotta restoration.

CHARLES A. EULETT EDUCATION CENTER/EDGE OF
APPALACHIA MUSEUM

Adams County

The project is to build an 8,000-square-foot education and training
center at the 13,000-acre Richard and Lucile Durrell Edge of
Appalachia Preserve. The portion of the preserve that the center will
be built on will be owned and operated by the Cincinnati Museum
Center in partnership with The Nature Conservancy. The Commission
approved the project and the expenditure of $1.85 million
appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly

at its February 2006 meeting.
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ORIGINALLY BUILT IN 1933 AS THE UNION TERMINAL TRAIN STATION, THE
BUILDING WAS DECLARED A NATIONAL HISTORIC LANDMARK IN 1977. IN

THE LATE 1980s, THE BUILDING WAS RENOVATED AND THEN REOPENED

AS CINCINNATI MUSEUM CENTER IN 1990.

CHESTER ACADEMY HISTORIC SITE RENOVATIONS

Meigs County

The Chester Academy is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. It is currently used by two groups: the Chester Shade
Historical Association and the Daughters of America. The Historical
Association will utilize the state appropriation of $25,000 in Am.
Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly for interior
improvements, including construction of a restroom compliant with
the Americans with Disabilities Act, and walls, floors and woodwork
renovation.

CINCINNATI ARTS AND TECHNOLOGY CENTER

Hamilton County

The Cincinnati Arts and Technology Center is located in 100-year-old
Longworth Hall. It is a five-story, quarter-mile-long facility that also
houses commercial office and business space. The CATC will use the
state appropriation of $100,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th
General Assembly to help finance the third phase of construction: a
build-out of a 2,000-square-foot shell space it is currently renting.
The structure will house a ceramics studio, complete with clay-prep
laboratory and classroom space. The project and the expenditure of
funds were approved by the Commission at its August 2005 meeting.

CINCINNATI MUSEUM CENTER

Hamilton County

The Union Terminal train station, which originally opened in 1933,
was renovated and reopened in 1990 as the Cincinnati Museum
Center, a joint facility for five allied museums and attractions: the
Cincinnati History Museum, the Cinergy ChildrenOs Museum, the
Museum of Natural History and Science, the Robert D. Lindner
Family OMNIMAX" Theater, and the Cincinnati Historical Society
Library. Improvement projects have four state appropriations totaling
$2.57 million. Approximately $1.6 million in state funds has been
reimbursed to date. A multi-purpose-center project previously
approved by the Commission in 2004 was on hold until 2005 due
to a delay in the availability of city funding. The sponsors are now
proceeding with the project. The project and the expenditure of
$500,000 in state funds were approved by the Commission at its
February 2006 meeting.

THE FRED A. LENNON EDUCATION WING AT THE CLEVELAND INSTITUTE
OF MUSIC WILL PROVIDE NEW PRACTICE ROOMS FOR STUDENTS,
ADMINISTRATIVE SPACE, TECHNOLOGICALLY ADVANCED DISTANCE
LEARNING STUDIOS, AND A FACULTY AND STUDENT LOUNGE.

CLARK COUNTY COMMUNITY ARTS

EXPANSION PROJECT

Clark County

The Performing Arts Center in Springfield, which opened in 1993,

is the performance home for six resident arts groups: The Frontiers,
Ohio Lyric Theatre, Springfield Arts Council, Springfield Civic Theatre,
Springfield Symphony Orchestra, and Wittenberg University. A
$500,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
Assembly will help fund construction of a 20,000-square-foot

addition to the center for classes, rehearsals, offices, and programs.

CLEVELAND INSTITUTE OF MUSIC

Cuyahoga County

The 80-year-old Cleveland Institute of Music is located in a classic
modernist building that was built in 1961. The Institute provides
music instruction to more than 1,300 children and 400 adults
annually. The state has appropriated $1.5 million in two
appropriations for a 36,000-square-foot expansion that will add
graceful and functional space, including practice rooms, teaching
studios, rehearsal space, and a concert hall, to the Institute®s current
facility. Construction started in May 2005. The north wing addition
will open in fall 2006, and final completion is set for fall 2007.

The project and the expenditure of funds were approved by the
Commission at its November 2005 meeting.

COSI TOLEDO

Lucas County

The 100,000-square-foot COSI Toledo fills the former Portside
Festival Marketplace in downtown Toledo, which was closed in 1990.
The facility was renovated, with the support of $10 million in state
funds, into a hands-on science center that opened in March 1997.
The state appropriated an additional $1.9 million for a three-phase
project in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly. The first
phase, using $320,000 of the new funds, includes an initial set of
exhibitions and some building improvements, including new flooring
in the cafZ, new entrance doors, the addition of a nursing room, and
a new ticketing system. Phase Il will use $600,000 for the
development, design and fabrication of four Olearning worldO exhibits,
HVAC improvements, restroom upgrades, and new carpeting.

Phase Il is in the planning stages. The first two projects and the
expenditure of funds have been approved by the Commission. More
than $556,000 was reimbursed for paid invoices in fiscal year 2006.



CULTURAL FACILITIES ¥ ACTIVE PROJECTS

CRAWFORD MUSEUM OF TRANSPORTATION

AND INDUSTRY

Cuyahoga County

The state appropriated $2.5 million in Am. Sub. H.B. 640 of the
123rd General Assembly for a new facility for the Western Reserve
Historical SocietyOs Crawford Museum. Project sponsors are working
on a rental agreement with the city of Cleveland to use Aviation

High School on Lake Erie for the museum. The Federal Aviation
Administration has approved the use of the site as long as the
permanent and main focus of the property is aviation-related. The
Historical Society has said it plans to use the school as an aircraft
restoration storage facility that will offer classes, tours, and other
educational pursuits. The site will augment classes for Cleveland
Public School students and hold non-aviation events such as antique
car shows, historic motorcycle cruise-ins, and boat shows at the
adjacent marina.

DELAWARE CULTURAL ARTS CENTER

Delaware County

Known locally as the Arts Castle, this AnglobNorman building was
completed in 1854, and features a round tower and arched windows
and doorways. The building functions as a community arts center that
houses 10 studios, a gift shop, and administrative offices. Improve-
ment plans for the center are still under consideration, but are
expected to include the installation of an elevator compliant with the
Americans with Disabilities Act. The project has two state
appropriations totaling $140,000.

ENSEMBLE THEATRE

Hamilton County

An exciting home to regional and off-Broadway premiere productions,
the Ensemble Theatre is a professional Equity theater housed in a
renovated bank building in CincinnatiOs Over-the-Rhine District.
Plans are to expand the theaterOs seating, and renovate and improve
backstage, dressing room, storage, and administrative areas.
Sponsors hope engineering will be completed in fall 2006 and that
construction will commence in spring 2007. The state appropriated
$450,000 for the project in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
Assembly.

FORT PIQUA HOTEL

Miami County

The five-story Fort Piqua Hotel, constructed in 1891 and now vacant,
served for many years as a luxurious hotel that hosted presidents and
famous figures in the entertainment industry. The city of Piqua plans
to use the renovated facility for a number of civic purposes, including
as a museum to feature the history of Piqua from the 1750s. Bids
received in May 2006 for the renovation included a low bid of

$14.3 million. City officials are pursuing a funding package. The
state appropriated $200,000 for improvements to the hotel in Am.
Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General Assembly.

FOUNDATION COMMUNITY THEATRE

Stark County

A performing arts theater will be located in the Plain Community
Campus and GlenOak High School (Plain Local Schools District,
Canton) that is set to open in fall 2006. An appropriation of $50,000
in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly will be used to
increase seating in the new school®s auditorium/theater.

THE INLAND SEAS MARITIME MUSEUM OF THE GREAT LAKES HISTORICAL
SOCIETY IS HOUSED IN THE FORMER WAKEFIELD MANSION PLUS A
MODERN ADDITION.

GALION HISTORIC BIG FOUR DEPOT

Crawford County

An initial $50,000 state appropriation helped fund the stabilization

of the century-old railroad depotOs structure, plus roof work. The work
was completed in fiscal year 2004. A $170,000 appropriation in

Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly will be used for
additional improvements. Sponsors do not anticipate moving forward
with repairs until 2007. The depot served as division headquarters
for the Cleveland, Chicago, Cincinnati, and St. Louis Railroads, also
known as the OBig Four,0 before closing in 1969. The train platform
was especially crowded during Owhistle stopsO for campaigning
presidential candidates Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1932, and Dwight
D. Eisenhower in 1952.

GENERAL LYTLE HOMESTEADNHARMONY HILL

Clermont County

General William Lytle is frequently referred to as OThe Father of
Clermont County,O and his homestead was called Harmony Hill.
The project will continue renovating the residence into a museum
and cultural center, including exterior improvements, new utility
connections, and additional upgrades compliant with the Americans
with Disabilities Act. The Commission approved the project and the
expenditure of $50,000 appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly at its November 2005 meeting.

GREAT LAKES HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Erie County

The Great Lakes Historical Society announced plans in November
2005 to construct a new maritime museum on the Black River in the
Port of Lorain Resort within the next five years. This 40,000-square-
foot facility would replace the SocietyOs current facility in Vermilion,
for which the state has appropriated a total of $475,000 in two
capital bills. Fundraising of the needed revenue for the project is
ongoing. The museum, established in 1953, displays history and
artifacts from the shipwrecks of Lake Erie.
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THE JOHN BLOOMFIELD HOME MUSEUM IS A VICTORIAN HOME BUILT
CIRCA 1880 THAT DISPLAYS THE PERIOD-LIFESTYLE HISTORY OF HENRY
COUNTY.

HALE FARM AND VILLAGE

Summit County

The Western Reserve Historical Society operates Hale Farm and
Village, an outdoor living history museum featuring life and crafts
from the mid-1800s. The Society will use the $250,000
appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly
to renovate two wings of the Jonathan Hale House, the siteOs main
building. Project completion is set for April 2007. The Commission
approved the project and expenditure of funds at its May 2006
meeting.

HANCOCK HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Hancock County

The state appropriated $75,000 for improvements to the Hancock
Historical Museum in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General
Assembly. The museum includes items that serve to illustrate the
history of Hancock County. Its collections range from prehistoric
times through the present, and emphasize the gas-boom period of
the late-1800s.

HARVEY WELLS HOUSE

Jackson County

The Harvey Wells House was built in 1883 and was the home of the
founder of the city of Wellston. Stabilization of the facility is

complete. State funds were requested by the Wellston Historical
Association to cover the second-phase restoration of the exterior and
to begin the third-phase interior restoration. The state appropriated
the project $100,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
Assembly. The Commission approved the project and the expenditure
of funds at its August 2005 meeting.

HOLLAND THEATRE

Logan County

The only copyrighted ODutch-themedO movie theater in the world, the
Holland Theatre was built in 1931 in Bellefontaine as a vaudeville

and movie house. It closed in 1998. The Logan County Landmark
Preservation, Inc., is leading the renovation and restoration effort,

and plans to use state funds to replace the HVAC system and upgrade
the electrical system. The state appropriated $100,000 in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly for the project.

THE McKINLEY NATIONAL MEMORIAL IS A CLASSIC AND BEAUTIFUL
MEMORIAL TO THE PRESIDENT AND HIS FAMILY, WHO ARE ENTOMBED
HERE. IT IS LOCATED ON THE GROUNDS OF THE WM. McKINLEY
PRESIDENTIAL LIBRARY & MUSEUM COMPLEX.

JAMESTOWN OPERA HOUSE

Greene County

Constructed in 1889, the Jamestown Opera House was once the
center of community activities. Window replacement and exterior
brick renovation on the opera house, funded in part by an initial
$100,000 state appropriation, were completed in fiscal year 2004.

A second appropriation of $125,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly will help fund HVAC and electrical system
upgrades, and the completion of the exterior facade upgrades. Work
is scheduled to be completed in 2007. The Commission approved the
project and the expenditure of funds at its August 2005 meeting.

JOHN BLOOMFIELD HOME MUSEUM

Henry County

This exquisite Victorian home, built circa 1880 in Napoleon, requires
improvements to display the period-lifestyle history of Henry County.
The projectOs $115,000 state appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of
the 126th General Assembly will help fund interior restorations,

roof improvements, ramp construction compliant with the Americans
with Disabilities Act, and landscaping. The Commission approved
the project and the expenditure of funds at its August 2005 meeting.
More than $65,000 was reimbursed to the local sponsor for paid
invoices in fiscal year 2006. The project will be completed in

spring 2007.

LAKE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Lake County

The state appropriated $250,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the
124th General Assembly for improvements to the Lake County
Historical SocietyOs headquarters, Shadybrook House. The center
offers educational classes and a library. The project may include
the installation of a new water line and septic system for the
history center.

LIMA HISTORIC ATHLETIC FIELD

Allen County

Lima Stadium was built in the 1930s and is now on the National
Register of Historic Places. It is the only high school stadium in Ohio
to be recognized on this prestigious list. The $100,000 appropriation
in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly was requested
to refurbish the stadium. Stadium concrete studies are underway.
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LORAIN COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Lorain County

The project to renovate the Horace Starr House into a museum and
office space for the Lorain County Historical Society has a $300,000
appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General Assembly.
The house, an example of early post-Greek-Revival architecture, was
built in 1857, and is listed on the National Register of Historic

Places. It features an oval skylight that admits light from the cupola
down to the second floor.

LORAIN PALACE THEATRE

Lorain County

The state appropriated $200,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the

124th General Assembly for restoration work throughout the theater.
Founded in 1928, the theater was the first in Ohio to offer talking
movies. The theater is known for its turn-of-the-century charm and
its famous crystal chandelier, which is 27 feet tall and 26 feet in
circumference, and features 50,000 hand-cut lead-crystal beads.

MALINTA HISTORICAL SOCIETY CABOOSE EXHIBIT

Henry County

The Malinta Historical SocietyOs museum exhibits include a restored
depot and a Nickel Plate Railroad bay window caboose. The circa-
1885 depot originally belonged to the New York, Chicago, and St.
Louis Railroad Company (commonly known as the Nickel Plate Road).
The $6,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
Assembly will be used to replace windows in the caboose and
upgrade the depot building.

MAPS AIR MUSEUM

Stark County

The MAPS Air Museum is located on the western side of the
AkronbCanton Airport. It is home to vintage aircraft and artifact
displays, a gift shop, and the Louie Timkin Aviation Research Library
and Theater. The $15,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly is being used to reimburse costs on the
now-completed facility entrance, making it compliant with the
Americans with Disabilities Act. The Commission approved the project
and the expenditure of funds at its August 2005 meeting, and it
reimbursed nearly $12,000 on paid invoices in fiscal year 2006.

MARIETTA COLONY THEATRE

Washington County

The Colony Theatre, built in 1919, has 1,000 seats, and can
accommodate major touring acts and local arts organizations. A
phased project will renovate the facility so it can be reopened. A need
for the project was determined at the CommissionOs August 2005
meeting, and a memorandum of understanding was entered into that
outlines the steps to be completed by the sponsor prior to the
CommissionOs determining that there is substantial regional support
for the project and approving the use of state funds for construction.
The state appropriated $335,000 for the project in Am. Sub. H.B.

16 of the 126th General Assembly. Improvements to the theater will
address safety and building code compliance issues, and the
installation of a new mechanical system.

MARINA DISTRICT AMPHITHEATRE AND RELATED
DEVELOPMENT

Lucas County

The Marina District is a $175-million retail, commercial, and
residential development planned between Front Street and the
Maumee River in Toledo. Am. Sub. H.B. 530 of the 126th General
Assembly divided a prior appropriation for the Marina District/Ice
Arena Development into a $5.5 million appropriation for Ice Arena
Development in the city of Toledo, and a $2 million appropriation for
the Marina District Amphitheatre and Related Development.

MARION PALACE THEATRE

Marion County

The Marion Palace Theatre has two state appropriations totaling
$1.575 million. Local sponsors are conducting a capital campaign to
raise the $3.5 million that will allow officials to begin the planned
renovations and additions to the historic theater. A need for the
project was determined at the CommissionOs August 2005 meeting,
and a memorandum of understanding was entered into that outlines
the steps to be completed by the sponsor prior to the CommissionOs
determining that there is substantial regional support for the project
and approving the use of state funds for construction. Designed by
the great theater architect John Eberson, the Palace surrounds its
audience with a Moorish architectural courtyard and the feeling of
being entertained under twinkling stars and circulating clouds at
dusk. A Wurlitzer organ is another special feature of the theater.

MARKAY THEATER

Jackson County

The Jackson Markay Theater is a 1930 art deco movie theater
currently under renovation. When completed, the theater will be a
community cultural arts center operated by the Southern Hills Arts
Council. The lobby houses an exhibition gallery that is open to the
public and available for use by other nonprofit organizations. The
improvements project will complete the box office, storage, and
restroom areas. It has a $200,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B.
16 of the 126th General Assembly.

McCONNELLSVILLE OPERA HOUSE

Morgan County

This Victorian-era opera house was appropriated $75,000 in Am.
Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General Assembly for HVAC system
upgrades. The facility was the first building in Morgan County to

use electricity. It became the center of the community by hosting
melodramas, magic shows, musicals, revival meetings, speeches,
and silent movies. The Opera House underwent major renovations in
1936, 1973, and 1984, and it is listed on the National Register of
Historic Places.

McKINLEY MUSEUM

Stark County

The museum has two state appropriations totaling $375,000 for
improvements that will include repairs to the granite staircase leading
up to the McKinley Monument. The Ramsayer Research Library
within the museum preserves photographs, correspondence, books,
magazines, and papers pertaining to the history of Stark County and
the American political scene of the late 19th and early 20th
centuries. The museumOs Discover World serves as a hands-on science
center, and its HooverbPrice Planetarium presents various astro-
nomical programs. The local sponsor does not anticipate moving
forward on the repairs until 2007.

MIAMI TOWNSHIP COMMUNITY AMPHITHEATRE

Clermont County

State funds were requested to build an amphitheater that would be
the home for Miami Glen Performing Arts and would host other
community events. The $350,000 project includes site preparation,
covered stage construction, a natural slope re-grade for seating,
culvert pipe installation, and electric and lighting installations. The
state appropriated $50,000 for the project in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of
the 126th General Assembly.
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MIDLAND THEATRE

Licking County

The state appropriated $175,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the

124th General Assembly to help fund exterior drainage work at the
back of the theater and the addition of a marquee. Sponsors received
Commission approval for the expenditure of state funds in May 2005,
but have since put the project on hold until spring 2007. Built in

1928, the theater was closed in 1978. A major rehabilitation project
led by The Longaberger Company led to its reopening in 2002, under
the direction of the Newark Midland Theatre Association.

MID-OHIO VALLEY PLAYERS THEATRE

Washington County

The project, to add a new HVAC system to the 228-seat Mid-Ohio
Valley Players Theatre, has $80,000 in state appropriations,
including an infusion of $30,000 through a transfer of funds in Am.
Sub. House Bill 66 of the 126th General Assembly. The Mid-Ohio
Valley Players began performing in 1959. In 1977, the organization
purchased the old vaudeville house/movie theater known as The
Cinema, where the organization now resides.

MONTGOMERY COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

ARCHIVES

Montgomery County

The Montgomery County Historical Society recently moved into a new
35,000-square-foot facility that holds 100,000 artifacts. It is also

the new home for the NCR [Corporation] ArchiveNan extraordinary
collection of three million items that document life in the community,
nation, and world. The society is developing a plan to make materials
in the archive publicly available. The state appropriated $100,000 in
Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly for the project.

MUSIC HALL: OVER-THE-RHINE

Hamilton County

The Cincinnati Music Hall is an elegant century-old building that is
recognized as a National Historic Landmark. It is best known for its
elegant, spacious, and acoustically acclaimed 3,630-seat Springer
Auditorium, where CincinnatiOs symphony orchestra, opera, ballet, and
other production companies hold performances. An appropriation of
$750,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly will
be used for the construction of a 750-space parking garage adjacent
to the hall that will include arts organizationsO offices on the first
floor. Sponsors hope to move forward with the project by late 2006
or early 2007.

NATIONAL AVIATION HALL OF FAME

Montgomery County

The National Aviation Hall of Fame, which opened in 1999, is an
award-winning, 15,000-square-foot addition to the Air Force Museum
at WrightbPatterson Air Force Base. The project has three state
appropriations totaling $3.1 million. New educational exhibits,
including a virtual tour of AmericaOs air and space heritage, kicked off
the Centennial of Powered Flight in January 2003. The aerial exploits
of its 186 enshrinees, such as the Wright Brothers, Charles
Lindbergh, Amelia Earhart, Chuck Yeager, and Neil Armstrong, are
highlighted. Approximately $175,000 remains from the
appropriations.

THE NATIONAL AVIATION HALL OF FAME HONORS AMERICAOS
OUTSTANDING AIR AND SPACE PIONEERS.

NELSON T. GANT HISTORIC HOMESTEAD

Muskingum County

The Nelson T. Gant house is a stylish, transitional Greek
Revival/ltalianate house built in the 1850s. It is the home of a former
slave who became one of ZanesvilleOs most prominent citizens, known
for his giving nature and gentle demeanor. The project has a $25,000
appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.
Sponsors are planning phased improvements that will restore the
entrance hall and parlor balusters, stairs, and upstairs landing to their
original appearance.

OHIO AGRICULTURE AND INDUSTRIAL HERITAGE

CENTER (CLARK COUNTY HERITAGE CENTER)

Clark County

The Clark County Heritage Center is a museum listed on the National
Register of Historic Places that displays and interprets the industrial
and agricultural technology contributions made in Springfield and
surrounding Clark County. Basement storage space improvements,
window restoration, and slate roof restoration were completed in fiscal
year 2005. State funds also helped pay for improvements to the
original building and for the construction of an exposition hall for
oversized farm and industrial pieces, which opened in June 2003.
More than $12,000 was reimbursed by the state in fiscal year 2006
on paid invoices, leaving approximately $14,500 from three state
appropriations totaling $7 million.

OHIO GLASS MUSEUM

Fairfield County

The Ohio Glass Museum houses glass exhibits that tell the story of
LancasterOs legacy in the glass industry. Exhibits include items from
the Anchor Hocking, Lancaster Glass, and Erickson Glass companies,
as well as related traveling exhibits. State funds are to be used
toward museum exhibits and casework. The museum held a grand
opening in May 2006. The state appropriated $250,000 in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly for the project.

OHIO THEATRENTOLEDO

Lucas County

The Ohio Theatre opened in 1921, as ToledoOs third-largest movie
palace. The theaterOs board is focusing on a phased improvements
project. A $150,000 federal grant will be used toward the first
phaseNexterior improvementsNand the $100,000 appropriated in
Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly is targeted for the
second-phase fasade restoration. Theater officials are currently
working with the Ohio Historic Preservation Office on a Section 106
review. Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966
requires that all federally funded, permitted, or licensed projects be
reviewed before work commences to determine whether they will
affect historic properties.

OXFORD COMMUNITY ARTS CENTER ADA PROJECT

Butler County

The Oxford Community Arts Center representatives intend to renovate
an existing facility, previously used as the Oxford College for Women,
into an arts facility. The work will utilize the state appropriation of
$72,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly for the
installation of a four-story elevator, and parking and restrooms
compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act. Plans are to
complete the work in 2006. The facility is used for artistsO studios,
art education classes, and as a venue for theater productions,
concerts, lectures, and other performances.

POWERS AUDITORIUM

Mahoning County

The Youngstown Symphony Society held a ribbon-cutting ceremony to
open the new Eleanor Beecher Flad Pavilion and Ford Family Recital
Hall on April 21, 2006. The Commission approved the expenditure of
state fundsN$250,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
AssemblyNat its February 2006 meeting. The state previously
contributed $950,000 in three appropriations for improvements to
Powers Auditorium and the adjacent Adler Building. A grand opening
was held for the new Adler Art Academy in 2004.

PREBLE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Preble County

The Historical SocietyOs projects include improving a 250-acre site
that would encompass an education and exhibition pavilion and an
amphitheater for outdoor education, program, demonstration and
special events space. Infrastructure improvements (drainage and
developing a natural contour to the land for the amphitheater) are
needed. The state appropriated $100,000 for the project in Am.
Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.

PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Stark County

The Pro Football Hall of Fame works closely with all facets of the pro
football family as it strives to serve as the best possible showplace
and historical repository for the sport of professional football. The
improvements project is the construction of an outdoor plaza to host
large-group events. It will be completed in 2006. The project and
the expenditure of $400,000 in state funds were approved by the
Commission at its August 2005 meeting. The funds were
appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.
Nearly $240,000 was reimbursed by the state in fiscal year 2006.

PROMONT HOUSE MUSEUM

Clermont County

The Promont House, an Italianate-Victorian structure built in 1865
and owned at one time by John Pattison (the 43rd governor of Ohio),
is a museum that exhibits furniture, textiles, clothing, personal
artifacts, and paper archives reflecting the buildingOs history and
architecture. The state appropriated $200,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 675
of the 124th General Assembly for window, HVAC system, and
exterior brick improvements.
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RENAISSANCE THEATRE

Richland County

The Renaissance Theatre is a restored historic 1928 movie palace in
Mansfield. It has two state appropriations totaling $800,000. Since
1980, the 1,400-seat theater has undergone extensive renovations
and additions, including the addition of a new orchestra pit and a
Kearns Wurlitzer theater organ. Construction of a new parking lot is
complete, and the Commission reimbursed project sponsors $50,000
in fiscal year 2006 for construction costs. Future improvements will
utilize the $750,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the

126th General Assembly.

RICHARD HOWE HOUSE

Summit County

Known as the OHowe MansionO by travelers on the Ohio & Erie Canal,
this 1836 high-style federal structure was the home of Richard Howe,
the resident engineer of the Ohio & Erie Canal. The Ohio & Erie
Canalway Coalition will use the $100,000 appropriation in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly to restore the historic house
for use as a visitorsO information center, for community meetings, and
as office space for the coalition. Sponsors are nearing a fundraising
goal of $1.5 million.

RIVERBEND PAVILION IMPROVEMENTS

Hamilton County

Riverbend Pavilion is the summer home of the Cincinnati Symphony
Orchestra. Sponsors requested state funds for a proposed 4,000-seat
mini-amphitheater adjacent to the existing 12,000-seat amphitheater,
but they are currently revisiting the scope of the project to address
deferred maintenance and upgrades to the existing Riverbend facility.
The state appropriated $250,000 for the project in Am. Sub. H.B.

16 of the 126th General Assembly.

RIVERSOUTH DEVELOPMENT

Franklin County

RiverSouth is a 20-acre district in downtown Columbus. The
Columbus Downtown Development Corporation has informed the
Commission that the Columbus Association for the Performing Arts
would be the project sponsor for a 250-seat theater that would utilize
the $1.0 million in state funds appropriated in House Bill 675 of the
124th General Assembly. (Note: the initial appropriation was for $10
million, but $9 million was transferred in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly.)

ROBINS THEATRE

Trumbull County

City officials had hoped to develop the vacant Robins Theatre into a
performing arts center and civic auditorium. However, feasibility
studies, which have a $50,000 General Revenue Fund grant through
the Commission, indicated that it would be too costly to restore.
Subsequently, the Robins TheatreOs $1 million appropriation in House
Bill 675 of the 124th General Assembly was transferred to other
projects in Am. Sub. H.B. 530 of the 126th General Assembly.

ROCK AND ROLL HALL OF FAME AND MUSEUM

Cuyahoga County

The Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and Museum opened in September
1995. It features 42,000 square feet of dynamic displays and

intimate performance spaces, plus special and permanent exhibitions.
Its theater celebrates the inductees with video clips and music, as
well as computerized jukeboxes containing more than 40,000 songs.
A $250,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General
Assembly is being used for improvements to the exterior plaza
concrete, the public restroom fixtures, and artifact security, and also

SANDUSKY STATE THEATRE

Erie County

The theater, in operation continuously since 1928, closed its doors
November 16, 2006 due to mounting debt of approximately $1.0
million. Since the closure, the Commission has worked with a local
steering committee to reopen the theater, and a reopening of the
theater was scheduled for September 2006. Approximately $290,000
remains from five state appropriations that total $2.175 million.
The funds will not be used until the theater reopens and future
operations and finances are in order. State-funded projects at the
theater have included structural improvements to the theater
basement, a new HVAC system, roof replacement, loading dock
and theater offices construction, and renovations for an arts
education center.

SECREST AUDITORIUM

Muskingum County

The 1,775-seat Secrest Auditorium in Zanesville has one of the
largest stages in southeastern Ohio. It hosts a variety of special
performances, events, and meetings. The facility has a $75,000 state
appropriation through Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General
Assembly that will be used for the installation of a new loading dock
and construction of a two-story lobby atrium.

SMITH ORR HOMESTEAD

Wayne County

The Smith Orr Homestead was built prior to 1830 as a two-story log
cabin. The enlarged facility is used for Orrville historic artifact
displays, community events, and educational activities. The front
porch is conducive for small melodrama and band performances. The
project, and $100,000 in state funds appropriated in Am.

The museumOs expansion project is
complete. It doubled the display area while adding administrative
areas, a tearoom, and a garden facility. The state appropriated
$500,000 in for the project in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th
General Assembly. The project and the expenditure of funds were
approved by the Commission at its November 2005 meeting.

TECUMSEH SUGARLOAF MOUNTAIN AMPHITHEATRE

Ross County

The huge outdoor stages of the Sugarloaf Mountain Amphitheatre
afford the audience a unique viewing experience for OTecumseh,0 a
drama about the legendary Shawnee leader. The scope of the project
at the facility is still being considered by the local sponsor.

Trumbull County

The W. D. Packard Music Hall is a 2,400-seat multipurpose
auditorium that has operated continuously since 1955 and is home
to the W. D. Packard Concert Band. The facility also hosts ballets,
childrenOs programs, theater, concerts, and Broadway touring
productions. Projects at the Music Hall have two appropriations
totaling $1.075 million, including an infusion of $975,000 in

Am. Sub. H.B. 530 of the 126th General Assembly. The Commission
approved the expenditure of $100,000 at its August 2005

meeting for renovations to backstage dressing rooms and two
main-level restrooms.

WACO MUSEUM AND AVIATION LEARNING CENTER

Miami County

The state appropriated $500,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the
124th General Assembly for a new museum and learning center to
be constructed next to the 1920s-style grass airfield by the WACO
Historical Society. Local sponsors are raising funds for the project.
The Troy-based WACO Aircraft Company was once the worldOs largest
producer of commercial airplanes. WACO built open-cockpit and
cabin biplanes between 1919 and 1946, and produced combat
gliders for the Allied Forces during World War II.

WARDDTHOMAS MUSEUM

Trumbull County

The WardbThomas Museum was built in 1862, and listed on the
National Register of Historic Places in 1984. It is a 14-room
Victorian home surrounded by five acres of landscaped grounds that
include an arboretum, greenhouse and several formal gardens. The
project to restore the 1925 greenhouse to maintain the character of
the estate is complete. The Commission approved the project and the
expenditure of funds at its August 2005 meeting. The state
reimbursed project sponsors nearly $28,000 on paid construction
invoices in fiscal year 2006. The state appropriated $30,000 for the
effort in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly.

WARREN COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Warren County

The Warren County Historical Society has been restoring the original
Lebanon post office in order to expand its museum facility from an
adjacent building. The public areas of the old post office, built in
1936, have been substantially completed. Funds were requested for
continued improvements to the facility. The Commission approved the
expenditure of a $225,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly at its May 2006 meeting.

WAYNE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Wayne County

Located in Wooster, the Wayne County Historical Society and Museum
facilities offer visitors a journey through the oldest surviving residence
in the city, a museum, an 1873 schoolhouse, a general store and
clothing shop, and an outdoor oven. Local sponsors officially
dedicated the new 1900s-style firehouse and museumNRelief Co.
No. 4Nin October 2005. The state appropriated $300,000 in Am.

Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General Assembly. Nearly $275,000 has
been reimbursed for construction costs, including approximately
$2,600 in fiscal year 2006.

WEST SALEM VILLAGE OPERA HOUSE

Wayne County

The West Salem Village Opera House, built in 1898, was home to
vaudeville shows and community movies. An appropriation of
$92,000 in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly will be
used for exterior and interior wall restorations, and window
installations. Additional interior work could include installation of a
front stairwell heating system, and removal of a first-floor wall to
uncover the OsunburstO archway and stair entrance. The project and
the expenditure of funds were approved by the Commission at its
November 2005 meeting. Nearly $4,000 was reimbursed on paid
invoices in fiscal year 2006.

WEST SIDE ARTS CONSORTIUM

Cuyahoga County

The West Side Arts Consortium is a collaboration of five arts
organizations on ClevelandOs west side that are sharing a $250,000
state appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 675 of the 124th General
Assembly.

¥ Art House, Inc.
The Art House provides fine arts and cultural programming for all
ages. The organization owns two adjacent facilities: a renovated
and open 1948 Quonset hut that has space for hands-on studios,
classrooms, lecture space, and special music presentations; and a
currently vacant 1885 Victorian house. Plans are to expand the
Art HouseOs programming by using its $46,000 share of the state
appropriation to restore the Victorian home for use as offices and
classrooms. Sponsors are in the midst of a capital campaign.

¥ Capitol Theatre of the Detroit Shoreway Community
Development Organization
Plans to restore the neoclassical Capitol Theatre as a four-screen
movie theater are on hold. The organization has agreed to forfeit
any share of the initial West Side Arts Consortium appropriation so
that the other projects may proceed.

¥ Cleveland Public Theatre
The local sponsor has completed HVAC work, door and window
replacements, plumbing and electrical upgrades, and carpentry
and plaster work using $112,000 of the state appropriation. The
Cleveland Public Theatre is a leading experimental performance
venue sponsoring dance, music, poetry, and performance art, as
well as theater. Cleveland Public Theatre owns and occupies two
venues: the Mainstage, built as a dancehall in 1919, and the
Gordon Square Theatre, built in 1912 and ClevelandOs oldest
standing theater.

¥ NearbWest Theatre
The NearbWest Theatre provides activities for the youth of
Cleveland®s near-west side. Its programs include children and
adults in intergenerational productions that create positive
learning experiences for all. In March 2003, this group received
the GovernorOs Award for the Arts in community development and
participation. The theater will use $46,000 from the state
appropriation to renovate a warehouse into performance and
classroom space.

¥ SPACES Gallery
Founded in 1978, SPACES is a 5,500-square-foot nonprofit,
artist-run, alternative-space gallery. SPACES provides more than
7,000 artists in the visual and performing arts an arena in which
to present challenging new ideas. Updated plans indicate the
$46,000 share of the appropriation from the state will be used for
air conditioning system and window replacement work.

WESTCOTT HOUSE

Clark County

The Westcott House is a prime example of Frank Lloyd WrightOs
domestic design that revolutionized architecture during the first
decade of the 20th century and ushered in the modern movement. It
is architecturally important for illustrating the Japanese influence on
WrightOs work and for embodying his characteristic Prairie School
style. A $3 million restoration to take the Westcott House back to its
original design is complete. Local sponsors plan to use the $75,000
appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly
for additional furnishings and exhibits.

THE WOODWARD OPERA HOUSE IS ONE OF THE OLDEST THEATERS IN

WESTERN RESERVE HISTORICAL SOCIETY

Cuyahoga County

The Western Reserve Historical Society is the largest privately
supported regional historical society in the nation. It operates seven
historical properties in northeast Ohio: the History Museum; the
Crawford Auto-Aviation Museum; The Library; Hale Farm & Village;
the James A. Garfield National Historic Site; Shandy Hill; and
Loghurst. The Society has a $1 million appropriation in Am. Sub.
H.B. 16 of the 126th General Assembly. A release of $300,000 from
the appropriation, to be used toward an HVAC system upgrade for the
main museum complex on University Circle, was approved by the
Commission at its May 2006 meeting.

WOODWARD OPERA HOUSE

Knox County

The Woodward Opera House, established circa 1851 in downtown
Mount Vernon, is one of the oldest theaters in the United States and
is listed on the National Register of Historic Places. The opera
houseOs shoe-box shape is responsible for providing its renowned
acoustics. The state has appropriated $1.15 million through five
capital bills for a rehabilitation project that will encompass four
floors, the theater, and retail and commercial office spaces.

ZION CENTER

Montgomery County

The second phase of the Zion CenterOs rehabilitation project, funded
in part by a $750,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. S.B. 264 of the
121st General Assembly, involved the renovation of the historic Zion
Baptist Church, and the construction of the Transit Center. The Zion
Center is part of the Dayton Cultural and RTA Transit Center that
serves as a cultural venue for the community and a transit gateway
from downtown to both the Dayton Aviation Heritage National Park
and the historic WrightbDunbar Village neighborhood. A grand
opening was held in November 2005. The state has reimbursed more
than $465,000 on paid construction invoices through fiscal year
2006. Previous renovations have included landscape, parking lot, and
lighting improvements.

CULTURAL FACILITIEGOMPLETED PROJECTS

AKRON CIVIC THEATRE (Summit
County) The Akron Civic Theatre, built in
1929 and one of five atmospheric theaters of
its size remaining in the country, reopened to
the public in November 2002 after a $20.6
million renovation. The renovation included a
stage expansion, a new concession area, and
expanded restrooms compliant with the
Americans with Disabilities Act. State
appropriations totaling $1.6 million contributed
to the project.

APPALACHIAN PROJECTS (Various
Locations)In July 1994, $5 million was
appropriated in Am. Sub. S.B. 264 of the
121st General Assembly for the construction
and renovation of facilities in OhioOs 29-county
Appalachian region. Twelve projects using
$666,813 of those funds were assigned to the
Commission. The projects include four state
historical facilities (described in this reportOs
State Historical Facilities section), as well as
the following eight cultural facilities and local
historical sites.

¥ Dennison Depot (Tuscarawas County)
State funds totaling $13,728 were used
for architectural services related to the
renovation of this historically significant
train station. The project was completed
in September 1997.

¥ Hopedale Stage (Harrison County)
The Hopedale Stage, located within the
Hopedale Elementary School gymnasium,
received $35,000 for a 1997 renovation
project. A local theater company performs
on the stage.

¥ Isaac Miller House (Carroll County)
An appropriation of $49,450 funded the
relocation of this historic stagecoach inn
away from the path of roadwork in 1998.

¥ Lawrence County Performing
Arts Center  (Lawrence Countyptate
funds totaling $102,816 were used in
fiscal year 1998 for architectural services
and air conditioning equipment installation
in the Ironton High School Auditorium.

¥ Liberty Theatre (Columbiana County)
State funds totaling $103,097 were used
in 1998 to replace the theaterOs roof, and
in 2001 on electrical upgrades and floor
installation.

¥ McKell Library (Ross CountyThe
McKell LibraryOs electrical and mechanical
systems were improved in 1998 using
$107,704 in state funds.

¥ Parker House (Brown County)Parker
House was built by John P. Parker, a freed
slave and abolitionist. He used the house
as a stop on the Underground Railroad.
State funds totaling $50,000 were used to
assist the John P. Parker Historical Society
with the purchase of the property.

¥ Southern Ohio Natural History
Museum  (Lawrence Countyi $102,817
state appropriation funded a portion of
construction costs for this cultural center,
which includes artifacts depicting the
history of people living along the Ohio
River. The center, in South Point, opened
in April 1998.

ARONOFF CENTER FOR THE ARTS
(Hamilton County)The CommissionOs first
assignment was to determine the need for a
state performing arts center, which culminated
in the 1995 opening of the Stanley J. Aronoff
Center for the Performing Arts in Cincinnati.
The Aronoff Center was built at a total cost of
$82.4 million, including $40 million in state
funding. Noted architect Cesar Pelli designed
the facility. The center consists of three
stunning performance spaces: Procter &
Gamble Hall, JarsonbKaplan Theater, and Fifth
Third Bank Theater. Procter & Gamble Hall
features a ceiling studded with 3,000 fiber-
optic lenses that create a starlight effect.

BALLET WESTERN RESERVE

(Mahoning CountyYhe grand opening for
Ballet Western ReserveOs newly expanded,
second-floor dance studios, located in the
Morley Building, was held in September
2003. The state appropriated $100,000 for
the renovation.

BOONSHOFT MUSEUM OF

DISCOVERY (Montgomery County)

Created by the merger of the Dayton Museum
of Natural History and the ChildrenOs Museum
of Dayton, the Boonshoft Museum of Discovery
is an interactive science and learning facility. A
10,000-square-foot addition was constructed
adjacent to the existing Museum of Natural
History using a $1.25 million state
appropriation. The $8 million addition opened
in May 2000.

BRYN DU (Licking County)Bryn Du

Mansion is a nearly 15,000-square-foot
sandstone lItalianate villa constructed in 1865
in Granville. It is the cultural and historical
centerpiece of the eight-structure development
on the Bryn Du property, and it functions as a
mixed-use community center. In 1982, it was
listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. Construction of an entrance ramp and
restrooms compliant with the Americans with
Disabilities Act, and a catering kitchen, are
complete. The state contributed $250,000 to
the project, which was completed in fiscal year
2006.

CAPITAL CITY MUSEUM

FEASIBILITY STUDY

(Franklin County)A $50,000 state
appropriation was used to conduct a feasibility
study for a museum to interpret the history of
Columbus as OhioOs capital city. The
completed study, released in January 2001,
determined that feasibility hinged on
combining the proposed museum with other
attractions and mixed-use development.

CARILLON HISTORIC PARK/

WRIGHT HALL  (Montgomery County)
Carillon Historic Park is a collection of 22
buildings in Dayton celebrating the areaOs
contributions to invention and transportation,
including the contributions of the Wright
Brothers to aviation history. A state
appropriation of $200,000 was used to
construct restroom facilities, compliant with
the Americans with Disabilities Act, adjacent to
the Wright Brothers Bicycle Shop. The project
was completed in early 2000.
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CINCINNATI BALLET CENTER
(Photo by Rene Micheo)

CINCINNATI BALLET CENTER

(Hamilton County)The Cincinnati Ballet
opened the new Mickey Jarson Kaplan
Performance Studio in March 2005. The $1.7
million, 8,000-square-foot expansion includes
a state-of-the-art rehearsal studio that doubles
as a 250-seat performance space. The project
and the expenditure of $450,000 in state
funds were approved by the Commission at its
August 2005 meeting. The state funds were
reimbursed in fiscal year 2006.

CINCINNATI CONTEMPORARY ARTS
CENTER (Hamilton County)The dynamic six-
story Lois & Richard Rosenthal Center for
Contemporary Art opened to international
acclaim in May 2003. Renowned architect
Zaha Hadid designed the 82,000-square-foot
facility. The building®s unique design blurs the
distinction between the interior and the
streetscape in a gesture intended to make
contemporary art more accessible to the
public. Interconnecting galleries are of varying
sizes and heights to accommodate the varied
shapes, scales, and media of contemporary
art. The state contributed $5.5 million to the
$34 million facility.

COLUMBUS MUSEUM OF ART

(Franklin County)The Columbus Museum of
Art has been located in its current
Renaissance Revival-style building since 1931
In November 2000, a study, funded in part by
a $248,000 state appropriation, determined
that the museum should expand at its current
location rather than relocate to the Scioto
Peninsula near downtown Columbus.

COSI COLUMBUS  (Franklin County)

COSI Columbus, OhioOs Center of Science an
Industry, is a 21st-century science and
learning center. The provocative design by
internationally acclaimed architect Arata
Isozaki integrates the eastern portion of the
classic limestone Central High School building
with a modern addition featuring an atrium,
planetarium, theaters, and 116,000 square
feet of exhibits. The state contributed $55.5
million toward the $130 million project.

DAYTON ART INSTITUTE

SOUTHERN THEATRE

DAYTON ART INSTITUTE (Montgomery
County)The Dayton Art Institute is modeled
after the Villa Farnese in Caprarola, Italy, and
has a world-renowned collection of more than
10,000 works of art. The Institute reopened its
doors to the public in June 1997 following an
extensive $22-million rehabilitation and
expansion project. The state contributed $2.75
million toward the project.

DAYTON PERFORMING ARTS

CENTER (SCHUSTER CENTER)
(Montgomery CountyJhe Benjamin and
Marian Schuster Performing Arts Center

is the cornerstone of downtown DaytonOs
revitalization. Renowned architect Cesar Pelli
designed the center, which includes the
2,300-seat Mead Theatre, a rehearsal space,
black box theater, and Wintergarden. The
center opened to the public in March 2003.
The state has contributed $25 million toward
the project, including a reimbursement of
$5.5 million in fiscal year 2006.

GREAT SOUTHERN OPERA

THEATRE (SOUTHERN THEATRE)

(Franklin County)The Southern Theatre,
located in Columbus, is a venerable example
of 19th-century theater architecture. The state
contributed $4.5 million for the $10 million
renovation project. The restored theater
reopened in September 1998.

HOCKING COUNTY HISTORICAL
SOCIETYNSCHEMPP HOUSE

(Hocking County)The Schempp House is a
two-story 1881 Victorian home that is open as
a museum exhibiting the periodOs lifestyle in
Hocking County. The Society used the
$10,000 state appropriation to install an HVAC
system in order to combat a mold and mildew
problem that threatened the artifacts housed
in the museum. The Commission approved the
project and the expenditure of funds at its
August 2005 meeting, and the reimbursement
occurred in fiscal year 2006.

JOHN AND ANNIE GLENN
HISTORIC SITE

INSTITUTE OF INDUSTRIAL

TECHNOLOGY (THE WORKS)

(Licking County)Located in Newark, The
Works is a science technology center that
opened in June 1996 with programs and
services that focus on science, history, art, and
technology. An improvements project was
completed in February 1999 at a cost of $1.78
million, of which the state contributed $1
million.

JOHN AND ANNIE GLENN HISTORIC

SITE (Muskingum CountyJhe John and
Annie Glenn Historic Site chronicles John
GlennOs role as an astronaut through his tenure
as a U.S. senator. After being restored as an
authentic Depression-era homestead, and
then opening as a museum, John GlennOs
boyhood home was donated by the Glenns to
Muskingum College in 1999. It was moved to
a location near its original site in downtown
New Concord in 2001. The renovated and
expanded facility, which received a $1 million
state appropriation, opened in May 2002.

JOHNNY APPLESEED HERITAGE

CENTER (Ashland Countyfonstruction was
completed in 2004 for the 1,600-seat
amphitheater that serves as the anchor for the
Johnny Appleseed Heritage Center and
Outdoor Historical Drama. The first live
performance, which focuses on the life of
Johnny Appleseed, the history of the region,
and the apple industry, was held in June
2004. The state appropriated $875,000 for the
project.

MYERS HISTORIC INN (Delaware
County)The Big Walnut Area Historical Society
used a $50,000 state appropriation for
electrical, plumbing, and insulation work on
the Myers Historic Inn, built in 1820 to serve
as a stagecoach inn. In 1974, the inn was
listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. The facility houses a museum and
classrooms to promote the history of the Big
Walnut community. The state reimbursed
sponsors more than $43,000 on paid invoices
in fiscal year 2006.

NATIONAL FIRST LADIESO LIBRARY

(Stark County)The grand opening for the
renovated education and research center at
the National First LadiesO Library was held in
September 2003, attended by 400 invited
guests including First Lady Laura Bush. The
center, which received $1 million through two
state appropriations, houses a comprehensive
collection of artifacts and writings from 41
former First Ladies. It is located in a 109-year-
old structure that previously housed the City
National Bank.

NATIONAL UNDERGROUND

RAILROAD FREEDOM CENTER

(Hamilton County)The Freedom Center, a
$110-million project on the banks of the Ohio
River in Cincinnati, opened in August 2004
and features three pavilions celebrating
courage, cooperation, and perseverance.
Using the Underground Railroad as a lens
through which to explore a range of freedom
issues, the center offers lessons and
reflections on the struggle for freedom. The
state has contributed $12.6 million for the
construction of the facility through five capital
appropriations, including a reimbursement of
$4.15 million in fiscal year 2006.

PERRY COUNTY HISTORICAL

SOCIETY (Perry County)The state
contributed $100,000 to restore the exterior
brick and wood trim at the Perry County
Courthouse. Located in the village of Somerse
this National Register of Historic Places facility
was the countyOs first true courthouse when it
was constructed between 1826 and 1829. It is
now the oldest public building in the Old
Northwest Territory to have been continuously
in service. The buildingOs federal style is
characterized by symmetry, grace, and simple
ornamentation.

CENTER (DAIRY BARN)

REESEDPETERS HOUSE (Fairfield
County) The ReesebPeters House, located in
Lancaster, was built in 1834 and is considered
an outstanding example of transitional Greek
Revival architecture. It is home to the
Decorative Arts Center of Ohio, which features
art exhibitions and arts education. An existing
garage was converted into a hands-on art
studio and classroom facility called the Wendel
Center for Art Education. It is also known as
the Art Garage, and opened in early 2001. The
state contributed $1.45 million to the
rehabilitation of the house and garage.

RIFFE CENTER THEATRES  (Franklin
County)Located in the Vern Riffe Center for
Government and the Arts, this complex houses
the 820-seat Capitol Theatre, the 250-seat
Studio I, the 155-seat Studio Il, and the 75-
seat Studio Ill theaters. The Columbus
Association for the Performing Arts (CAPA) has
managed these theaters for the Commission
since 1994. In fiscal year 2006, the
Commission and CAPA agreed to terms for
extending the management agreement of the
Riffe Center Theatres through June 30, 2009.

SOUTHEASTERN OHIO CULTURAL

ARTS CENTER (DAIRY BARN) (Athens
County)The Dairy Barn promotes the arts,
crafts, and cultural heritage of southeastern
Ohio through exhibitions and arts education.
The state appropriated $500,000 to the
$915,000 project to enlarge and rehabilitate
the existing structure. The renovation was
completed in February 2001.

STAMBAUGH AUDITORIUM (Mahoning
County)Stambaugh Auditorium is an Italian
Renaissance-style structure built in 1926.
State funds totaling $2.175 million have been
reimbursed for various improvement projects,
including $250,000 in fiscal year 2006.
Projects include restoration of the original,
ornate wood-coffered ceiling panels, generator
installation, electrical upgrades, sound system
installation, new stage lighting, atrium
improvements, and HVAC work.

VAN WERT HISTORICAL SOCIETY

VALENTINE THEATRE (Lucas County)
The 900-seat Valentine Theatre is the home of
ToledoOs ballet and opera. Four state
appropriations totaling $18.5 million have
helped fund a complete renovation of the
facility, which reopened in October 1999. The
state also assisted with the construction of a
new concession stand and the installation of
restrooms compliant with the Americans with
Disabilities Act.

VAN WERT HISTORICAL SOCIETY

(Van Wert CountyYhe John Clark family
constructed the Clark Mansion in 1896. It is
the centerpiece of the Van Wert County
Historical Society grounds and the cornerstone
of the SocietyOs existence. Repairs and
improvements were made in 2005 to the blue-
limestone foundation of the mansion to
prevent further water damage. Repairs were
also made to parts of the damaged interior of
the house, and new gutters and downspouts
were installed to run into an underground tile
and carry surface water away from the house.
The state reimbursed project sponsors
$32,000 on paid construction invoices in fiscal
year 2006.

WILLIAMS COUNTY HISTORICAL
SOCIETY (Williams County)mprovements to
the Williams County Historical SocietyOs
museum included the renovation of the east
and west galleries, and the construction of a
new parking lot with sidewalks and
accessibility ramps. The state contributed
$200,000 to the project. A re-dedication of the
museum was held in May 2004. Built in 1968,
the museum highlights early Williams County
history through the 1980s. Attractions include
a 1928 Hocking Valley caboose and a late-
1800s log cabin.

Since 1994, the Ohio General Assembly has provided funding for capital
improvements to state historical facilities through the Ohio Cultural Facilities
Commission and its predecessors, the Ohio Arts & Sports Facilities Commission, anc

the Ohio Arts Facilities Commission. Nearly 60 different state historical facility
projects have been assigned to the Commission, accounting for more than $53
million in state appropriations. These projects are accomplished through the
efforts of the Ohio Historical Society (OHS), with the funding and support of the
Commission. As described in Chapter 149.30 of the Ohio Revised Code, the OHS
is responsible for the management of a system of state memorials and museums,
as well as providing other history-related services for the state. Work on the
projects is ongoing and multi-phased, with state appropriations spanning multiple
capital-biennia. As a result, the project costs and work descriptions are dynamic
and subject to change based upon funding levels, project priority adjustments,
and project timing.

A MONUMENT AT BUFFINGTON ISLAND STATE MEMORIAL IS MADE OF

ACQUISITION OF WAREHOUSES/COLLECTIONS

STORAGE FACILITY

Franklin County

The Collections Storage Facility is a four-building warehouse complex
housing Ohio Historical Society collections as well as office space.
The project, which has $2.26 million in state appropriations through
Am. Sub. H.B. 790 of the 120th General Assembly, involved the
purchase and renovation of an existing warehouse complex near the
Ohio Historical Center in Columbus. Significant renovations and
improvements to the site have been completed, including updating
some of the mechanical systems in fiscal year 2006.

BUFFINGTON ISLAND STATE MEMORIAL

Meigs County

Buffington Island State Memorial commemorates the only major Civil
War battle that took place in Ohio. The state appropriated $100,000
in Am. Sub. H.B. 850 of the 122nd General Assembly for various site
enhancements. In 2002, a 0.84-acre parcel adjacent to the park was
purchased by the state. During fiscal year 2006, the battle monument
was restored and existing visitor facilities were rehabilitated.

CEDAR BOG NATURE PRESERVE AND EDUCATION

CENTER

Champaign County

Cedar Bog Nature Preserve and Education Center near Urbana is one
of OhioOs rarest and most fragile natural areas. The U.S. Department
of the Interior has registered the site as a National Natural Landmark.
Visitors may see rare reptiles, fish, and butterflies, and more than

100 species of birds while exploring the preserve. Two state
appropriations totaling $1.05 million are intended for construction

and improvements to education, visitor, and service facilities, as well
as site improvements and acquisition of additional land to protect the
bog. During fiscal year 2006, the Ohio Historical Society initiated a
master planning process to determine a site development plan.

AN ALMOST MILE LONG BOARDWALK GUIDES VISITORS THROUGH CEDAR
BOG NATURE PRESERVE, A NATIONAL NATURAL LANDMARK THAT
FEATURES MANY RARE PLANTS AND ANIMALS, AS WELL AS ORCHID,

EMERGENCY RENOVATIONS/REPAIRS OF HISTORIC

SITES AND MUSEUMS

Various Locations

Since 1994, the state has appropriated over $2.3 million for
emergency renovations and repairs through the Commission, including
an infusion of $400,000 in Sub. S.B. 321 of the 126th General
Assembly. During fiscal year 2006, funds were used to replace the
roof at the Rankin House, replace a handicap lift at the Museum of
Ceramics, replace sidewalks at Fort Recovery and Grant Birthplace,
make structural repairs at Buckeye Furnace, paint the Ohio River
Museum, and make improvements to the mechanical systems at the
Ohio Historical Center, the National Afro-American Museum, Fort
Meigs, Flint Ridge, Zoar Village, Fort Ancient, Campus Martius, Our
House, and the Ohio River Museum.

FORT LAURENS STATE MEMORIAL

Tuscarawas County

The only fort built by the American Continental Army in what is now
Ohio, Fort Laurens is the site of a museum and the Tomb of OhioOs
Unknown Patriot, a memorial to the heroes of the American
Revolution. Projects at Fort Laurens have three state appropriations
totaling $228,859, including $25,000 as recommended by the
Appalachian Region Public Facilities Task Force. The work has
included archaeological surveys, exterior and interior repairs, and
exhibit improvements. Other work included archaeological excavation
of a cluster of more than 100 musket balls that were uncovered and
identified to be of the same period as the occupation of the fort.

GOODWINDBBAGGOTT POTTERY

Columbiana County

GoodwinbBaggott Pottery began manufacturing ceramics in 1843,
and was later converted to a pottery supply operation until its closing
in 1939. The structure is the oldest pottery site remaining in East
Liverpool, once known as OAmericaOs Crockery City.O A state
appropriation of $105,219 in Am. Sub. H.B. 790 of the 120th
General Assembly has helped fund roof and building repairs, and
exhibit planning. During fiscal year 2006, the pottery roof was
replaced.
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THE GRANT BOYHOOD HOME WAS THE HOME OF ULYSSES S. GRANT,
18TH PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, FROM 1823 UNTIL 1839 WHEN
HE LEFT TO ATTEND WEST POINT.

GRANT BOYHOOD HOME STATE MEMORIAL

Brown County

President Ulysses S. GrantOs father built this home in Georgetown in
1823. Grant lived there until entering West Point in 1839. State
funds total $748,333, a portion of which was used to acquire this
National Historic Landmark in May 2002 and perform archaeological
investigations. A $480,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the
126th General Assembly will be used to continue archaeological
investigations, restore the house and outbuilding, and make site
improvements. During fiscal year 2006, the exterior of the building
was restored using a combination of state and federal funds.

HARRISON TOMB STATE MEMORIAL

Hamilton County

The burial site of William Henry Harrison, ninth president of the
United States and hero of the War of 1812, is located on Mt. Nebo,
overlooking the Ohio River near Cincinnati. The project has $425,500
through four state appropriations. In fiscal year 2006, construction
was completed on a nature trail, parking expansion, and other site
improvements and repairs. Past appropriations have been used for
tomb restoration and gravestone preservation work.

HAYES PRESIDENTIAL CENTER

Sandusky County

Spiegel Grove, a stately Victorian mansion, was home to Rutherford
B. Hayes, 19th president of the United States and an Ohio governor.
Also situated on the property is the first presidential library in the
United States. The site is a National Historic Landmark. State funds
through five appropriations total $3.7 million. Funds are currently
being used to reimburse costs for the restoration of the historic fence
surrounding the estate, the final phase of which was completed in the
fall of 2005. Other state-funded projects have included the
replacement of the roofs and HVAC systems at the house and library,
and improvement of the library auditorium.

THE NEIL ARMSTRONG AIR AND SPACE MUSEUM IS A CONTEMPORARY
MUSEUM IN ARMSTRONGOS HOMETOWN OF WAPAKONETA THAT
CHRONICLES THE HISTORY OF HUMAN FLIGHT.

INDIAN MILL STATE MEMORIAL

Wyandot County

Indian Mill is the nationOs first educational museum of milling in an
original milling structure. Built in 1861 on the Sandusky River, this
restored building stands near the site of a previous mill that was built
by the U.S. government for the Wyandot Indians in appreciation for
their loyalty during the War of 1812. Improvements funded through a
$112,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 850 of the 122nd General
Assembly have included replacement of the slate roof, repair and
painting of the exterior siding, structural repairs, and exhibit
improvements. During fiscal year 2006, funds were used to plan the
replacement of the millpond dam.

NEIL ARMSTRONG AIR AND SPACE MUSEUM

IMPROVEMENTS

Auglaize County

Named in honor of the first man to walk on the moon, this
contemporary museum in Neil ArmstrongOs hometown of Wapakoneta
opened in 1972 and chronicles the history of human flight. State
appropriations totaling $1.15 million through four appropriations were
used for building repairs, exhibit planning and installation, and
building expansion. A June 1999 reopening introduced new
interactive exhibits including OBreaking the Bonds of Earth: The
History of Human Space Flight,0 and the OBig EarO radio telescope
used in the Search for Extraterrestrial Intelligence Project, which was
based in central Ohio. Remaining funds totaling $103,000 are
expected to be used during fiscal year 2007 to complete
improvements at the museum.

NEWARK EARTHWORKS STATE MEMORIAL

Licking County

The Newark Earthworks State Memorial preserves part of an enormous
complex of geometric earthworks built by the Hopewell culture nearly
2,000 years ago. This National Historic Landmark is composed of
three units: the Great Circle Earthworks (formerly Moundbuilders
State Memorial); the Octagon Earthworks; and the Wright Earthworks.
The museum at the Great Circle was the nationOs first to be devoted
exclusively to prehistoric American Indian art. A $530,000
appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 850 of the 122nd General Assembly

is being used at the Great Circle Earthworks for planning, repairs, and
interpretive upgrades. During fiscal year 2006, funds were used for a
survey of the site and purchase of equipment.
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THE FOCAL POINT OF THE PIQUA HISTORICAL AREA STATE MEMORIAL
PARK IS JOHN JOHNSTONOS TWO-STORY MIXED DUTCH COLONIAL/
GEORGIAN STYLE FARMHOUSE, A UNIQUE TWO-STORY SPRING HOUSE,
AND A CIDER HOUSE.

OHIO HISTORICAL CENTER

Franklin County

The Ohio Historical Center in Columbus was completed in 1970 to
house the Ohio Historical SocietyOs central museum, archives, library,
and administrative staff. The following projects have state
appropriations:

¥ Archives/Library Automation
This project has created and improved an online collections
catalog that provides information about historical records and
artifacts that document OhioOs history. State appropriations total
$3.4 million. The $624,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16
of the 126th General Assembly is being used to improve access to
historical records and artifacts that document OhioOs history
through web-related activities. During fiscal year 2006, funds
were used to enhance the capacity of the local-area network that
processes collections and makes them available via the Internet.

¥ Center Exhibit Replacement
State funds totaling $1,566,000 through two appropriations are
being used for the planning, design, and installation of new
exhibits and exhibit space at the Ohio Historical Center.

¥ Rehabilitation
Six state appropriations totaling $4.9 million are being used to
renovate and improve the Center as its responsibilities and public
services have expanded. During fiscal year 2006, renovations
continued at the Center, including roof replacement, public area
renovations, mechanical upgrades, and security system
improvements.

PIQUA HISTORICAL AREA & FORT PICKAWILLANY

Miami County

The Piqua Historical Area is a 175-acre complex that combines
elements from American Indian and early frontier life. Featured are
the John Johnston farm, reflecting rural life in the early-19th century,
and a mule-drawn canal boat operating on a restored section of the
Miami & Erie Canal. A museum within the complex houses exhibits
on the history of American Indians in Ohio, and the canal. The
adjacent Fort Pickawillany is the earliest known site of European

and American Indian contact in Ohio. State funding totaling

$2.5 million through three state appropriations has provided for the
completion of phase | and the initiation of phase Il archaeological
investigations of the Fort Pickawillany site, which are ongoing.
Other projects have included the acquisition of Fort Pickawillany,
renovations to the museum and historic buildings, improvements to
the boathouse, and replacement of the General Harrison,a working
replica of a 19th-century canal boat. A ramp for visitors to the canal-
boat dock, compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act, was
completed in 2004, and repairs to the towpath and boathouse were
completed in 2005.

RANKIN HOUSE STATE MEMORIAL

Brown County

The Ripley home of prominent abolitionists John and Jean Rankin
was an important stop on the Underground Railroad, as slaves
seeking freedom crossed the Ohio River. The state acquired this
National Historic Landmark in 1938, and opened it as a state
memorial in 1948. A $192,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16
of the 126th General Assembly will be used for an interpretive plan,
site master plan, historic structure report, furnishings and finishes
plan, and an archaeological investigation. During fiscal year 2006,
an investigation of historic paints and finishes was completed, and
archaeological and documentary research was undertaken.

SERPENT MOUND STATE MEMORIAL

Adams County

Serpent Mound, a National Historic Landmark, is the largest and
finest serpent effigy in the United States. The mound is within an
area known as the Serpent Mound cryptoexplosion, an unusual
geological feature in Ohio that is evident by the jumbled and broken
subsurface bedrock. An appropriation of $295,000 in Am. Sub. H.B.
850 of the 122nd General Assembly is funding work to build a new
picnic shelter and replace the museum roof, which will be completed
in fall 2006. A structural evaluation of the observation tower was
completed in fiscal year 2006.
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HARDING TOMB IS PART OF A COMPLEX THAT INCLUDES WARREN G.
HARDINGOS MARION HOME, WHERE HE CONDUCTED HIS FAMOUS
OFRONT-PORCH CAMPAIGNO FOR THE PRESIDENCY, AND THE PRESS

STATEWIDE SITE EXHIBIT RENOVATION AND

CONSTRUCTION

Various Locations

Site exhibit improvements and new outdoor exhibits funded through a
$625,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. House Bill 675 of the 124th
General Assembly will occur at these 10 Ohio Historical Society sites:
Custer Monument State Memorial in Harrison County; Glacial Grooves
and Inscription Rock State Memorials in Erie County; Harding Tomb
in Marion County; Seip Earthworks State Memorial in Ross County;
Serpent Mound State Memorial in Adams County; Harrison Tomb
State Memorial in Hamilton County; Miamisburg Mound State
Memorial in Montgomery County; Quaker Meeting House State
Memorial in Jefferson County; and the Ohio River Museum in
Washington County. During fiscal year 2006, construction of outdoor
exhibit kiosks was initiated at Harrison Tomb, Ohio River Museum,
Quaker Meeting House, and Miamisburg Mound.

STATEWIDE SITE REPAIRS

Various Locations

The $100,000 appropriation in Am. Sub. H.B. 16 of the 126th
General Assembly will be used for improvements at Glendower State
Memorial (roof repair and replacement) and at Hayes Presidential
Center (interior restoration of the mansion). Prior state funds
($454,000) were appropriated for improvements at the Museum of
Ceramics in Columbiana County, the National AfrobAmerican Museum
and Cultural Center in Greene County (work completed in fiscal year
2005), and the Quaker Meeting House State Memorial in Jefferson
County; for a structural evaluation of Lockington Locks State
Memorial (completed in fiscal year 2006); and to acquire land at
Rankin House State Memorial. During fiscal year 2006, work was
completed at the Quaker Meeting House (new roof and exterior
painting) and at the Museum of Ceramics (roof replacement and
entrance steps restoration).

THE ZOAR HOTEL AT ZOAR VILLAGE STATE MEMORIAL IS THE
CENTERPIECE OF THIS 19TH-CENTURY UTOPIAN RELIGIOUS COMMUNITY.

ZANE GREY MUSEUM/NATIONAL ROAD

Muskingum County

The Zane Grey Museum/National Road, located near Norwich,
contains exhibits about the National Road and author Zane Grey, who
was born in nearby Zanesville. State funds totaling $280,000 were
appropriated in Am. Sub. H.B. 640 of the 123rd General Assembly.

A portion of the funds was used to replace the wood-shake roof with
a metal roof and to add site lighting. During fiscal year 2007, funds
will be used to relocate the museum entrance.

ZOAR VILLAGE STATE MEMORIAL

Tuscarawas County

The village of Zoar, meaning Osanctuary from evil,O was established
in 1817 by a small group of German immigrants who had separated
from the Lutheran Church and had come to the United States for
religious freedom. Zoar is designated as a National Register Historic
District for the significance of its religious and social history. Three
state appropriations totaling $1.3 million have helped in the
acquisition and ongoing rehabilitation of the Zoar Hotel, planning

of exhibits, and the renovation of several buildings.

STATE HISTORICAL FACILIFIESMPLETED PROJECTS

ADENA STATE MEMORIAL

(Ross Countyfdena, a Hebrew word meaning
Odelightful, O was the home of Thomas
Worthington, OhioOs sixth governor and first
U.S. senator. Worthington hired Benjamin
Henry Latrobe, the nationOs first professional
architect and designer of the U.S. Capitol, to
design his home. The 1807 home is one of
only three Latrobe-designed homes still
standing in the United States. The view from
the east lawn of Adena is said to have inspired
the design of the Great Seal of the State of
Ohio. The site was designated a National
Historic Landmark in 2003. Main house
restoration, new museum and education
center construction, site improvements, and
archeological investigations were completed
by the beginning of OhioOs Bicentennial
Celebration in March 2003. The state
contributed $5.9 million toward the
restoration effort.

CAMPUS MARTIUS MUSEUM

(Washington Countyampus Martius, a fort
established in 1788 in Marietta, was the first
organized settlement in the Northwest
Territory. The Rufus Putnam House, the oldest
known residence in Ohio, survives from the
original fort. A total of $1.1 million was
appropriated for site repairs, museum
renovation, and exhibit work that were
completed in fiscal year 1997. The roof was
repaired in fiscal year 2000, and the interior
was painted in fiscal year 2001.

FALLEN TIMBERS STATE

MEMORIAL  (Lucas Countyfseneral
Anthony WayneOs victory over the British-
supported Indians in the Battle of Fallen
Timbers led to the signing of the Treaty of
Greenville, which ceded southern and eastern
Ohio for settlement. A $61,018 state
appropriation funded the cleaning and
preservation of a monument that was created
by noted sculptor Bruce Wilder Saville to
commemorate the battle. The restoration work
was completed in 1998.

FLINT RIDGE STATE MEMORIAL

(Licking County)The Flint Ridge Museum
and Park in Licking County interprets and
preserves the site of one of prehistoric North
AmericaOs most widely used flint quarries.
Prehistoric tools and points made of OhioOs
high-quality flint have been found from the
Atlantic seaboard to Louisiana. State
appropriations totaling $679,067 have been
used for various building, exhibit, and site
rehabilitation work, and new restroom
facilities construction.

FORT AMANDA STATE MEMORIAL
(Auglaize Countylrort Amanda State
Memorial, located on the Auglaize River
northwest of Wapakoneta, was the site of a
hospital and supply fort built during the War
of 1812. The fort has not been reconstructed,
and the site is now a park. State
appropriations totaling $41,794 funded
projects, including exhibit refurbishing, roof
replacement, retaining wall repairs, and other
site work. The work was completed in 1998.

FORT ANCIENT STATE MEMORIAL
(Warren County)A major North American
archaeological site, this National Historic
Landmark features 3.5 miles of earthen walls
enclosing mounds, gateways, and stone
pavements built by the Hopewell Indians
(100 B.C.b500 A.D.), and two agricultural
settlements built centuries later by the Fort
Ancient Indians (1000D1650 A.D.). Exhibits
and educational programs at Fort Ancient
State Memorial focus on the role of American
Indians in Ohio from prehistoric times to the
present. Appropriations totaling $3 million
funded a museum expansion, exhibit
renovation, site and building improvements,
and a topographical survey. Construction
was completed in April 1997. Exhibits were
installed, and the facility reopened in spring
1998.

FORT HILL STATE MEMORIAL

(Highland County)ort Hill State Memorial

is a nature preserve registered by the U.S.
Department of the Interior as a National
Natural Landmark. The site is home to one of
the best-preserved prehistoric American Indian
hilltop enclosures in North America. In 2001,
the Ohio Historical Society unveiled newly
created exhibits that interpret the natural
history and archeology of the site. Other work
has included building renovations, upgrades
compliant with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, and site improvements. State appro-
priations for this site totaled $696,044.

FORT JEFFERSON STATE

MEMORIAL (Darke County)rort Jefferson
State Memorial commemorates the site of a
supply fort built during the campaigns of
General Anthony Wayne. A monument erected
in 1907 has been maintained as a prominent
feature of this roadside park. It is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places. The state
appropriated $26,399 for improvements,
including new interpretive signs, fencing, and
a boundary survey.

FORT MEIGS STATE MEMORIAL

(Wood CountyNamed for Ohio Governor
Return Jonathan Meigs, Fort Meigs was a
sprawling log-and-earth fortification built along
the Maumee River during the War of 1812.

It was one of the largest log forts in America,
and has been reconstructed to match its
original appearance. The site is a National
Historic Landmark. It has received a total

of $6.2 million in state appropriations.
Reconstruction of the stockade, restoration

of the blockhouses and the rest of the fort,
and the construction of the museum and
education center were completed in 2002.
Exhibits in the blockhouses and the museum
were completed for the grand reopening of the
site in May 2003 for the 190th anniversary of
the siege of Fort Meigs.
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FORT RECOVERY HARDING HOME

FORT RECOVERY STATE

MEMORIAL  (Mercer County)General
Anthony Wayne vowed to OrecoverO this site
near Fort Jefferson on the Wabash River after
the crushing defeat of General Arthur St.
ClairOs troops by the Miami Indians in 1791.
An important victory at Fort Recovery shortly
after its completion in 1794 led to General
WayneOs success at the Battle of Fallen
Timbers. The site of this partially reconstructed
fort is on the National Register of Historic
Places. Structures and exhibits have been
renovated using a portion of a $98,745 state
appropriation, and the roofs on the museum
and fort structures were replaced in 1998.

GRANT BIRTHPLACE STATE

MEMORIAL (Clermont County)rhe Point
Pleasant home where Ulysses S. Grant was
born contains several personal items of the
former president and his family. The state
appropriated $5,000, as recommended by
the Appalachian Region Public Facilities Task
Force, to provide walkway improvements,
which were completed in fiscal year 1997.

GRANT SCHOOLHOUSE STATE
MEMORIAL  (Brown County)President
Ulysses S. Grant attended this two-room brick
schoolhouse in Georgetown in the 1830s.
The state appropriated $26,798 for interior
renovations, and rewiring and plumbing
improvements that were recommended by
the Appalachian Region Public Facilities Task
Force. The facility reopened in April 1997.

HARDING HOME AND TOMB STATE
MEMORIAL  (Marion County)in 1920,
Warren G. Harding conducted his famous
Ofront-porch campaignO for the presidency
from his Marion home, now a National Historic
Landmark. At the rear is the Press House,
which served as campaign headquarters.
When the home was restored in 1965, the
Press House was converted into a museum
and administrative offices. Nearby is the
Harding Tomb, which was completed in 1927.
State appropriations totaling $579,392 have
funded the restoration of the Harding Tomb,
the replacement of the slate roof, and
improvements to the exhibits in the Press
House. In 2004, an adjacent property was
acquired for future parking, and restoration

of the front porch was completed.

MUSEUM OF CERAMICS

HARRIET BEECHER STOWE STATE
MEMORIAL  (Hamilton CountyHarriet
Beecher Stowe, the author otincle TomOs
Cabin, briefly lived in this house. Youth
workers from the Cincinnati Citizens
Committee on Youth restored the house as an
AfricanbAmerican cultural and educational
center. The house is on the National Register
of Historic Places. The state appropriated
$200,000 for capital improvements, which
were completed in fiscal year 1998.

LOCAL- AND WIDE-AREA

NETWORKS (Various Locations) ocal- and
wide-area networking, as well as data and
video equipment, now electronically link the
Ohio Historical Center with 23 other state
historical facilities. The technology is used
for administrative functions, to offer more
interactive video to Ohio schools, and to afford
greater public access to collections via the
Internet. Work on the $300,000 state-funded
project was completed in fiscal year 2001.

MULTI-SITE FIRE AND SECURITY
SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS (Various
Locations)Two state appropriations totaling
$200,000 were made to upgrade the fire and
security system used by the Ohio Historical
Society. Work to upgrade the system at the
Ohio Historical Center in Columbus was
completed in fiscal year 2004.

MUSEUM OF CERAMICS  (Columbiana
County)East Liverpool has capitalized on its
industrial heritage by converting a former post
office building into the Museum of Ceramics.
The structure exemplifies the adaptive re-use
of old facilities that no longer serve their
original purpose. Work at the museum, funded
through a $118,677 state appropriation,
included the development of a new video
presentation.

NATIONAL AFRODAMERICAN

MUSEUM AND CULTURAL CENTER

(Greene CountyThe state acquired the old
Wilberforce University campus in 1982 for the
construction of the National AfrobAmerican
Museum and Cultural Center. The center
educates the public about AfricanBAmerican
history and culture by collecting, preserving,
and interpreting material evidence of the Black
experience. State funds from three

appropriations totaling $763,768 were used to
improve the museum and the adjacent
Carnegie Library.

OHIO HISTORICAL CENTER (Franklin
County)The Ohio Historical Center in
Columbus was completed in 1970 to house
the Ohio Historical Society®s central museum,
archives, library, and administrative staff.

¥ Archives and Library Shelving
This project, with $470,169 in state
appropriations, included installation of
compact shelving in the CenterOs archives
to house the stateOs ever-expanding
collections. It was completed in fiscal
year 2003.

¥ Comprehensive Master Plan
A comprehensive master plan was
completed during fiscal year 2005 that
focused on solving collections storage
needs in the context of the continued use
and expansion of the Ohio Historical
Center. This project was started in fiscal
year 2004 using a state appropriation of
$180,000.

¥ Digitization of OHS Collections
This project consists of digitizing select
records in the state archives and the
library collections of the Ohio Historical
Society, and expanding historical content
gathered via the Internet. Final work on
the project, using a $750,000 state
appropriation, was completed in fiscal
year 2004.

OHIO VILLAGE  (Franklin County)Located
adjacent to the Ohio Historical Center, Ohio
Village is a reconstruction of a typical 1860s
Ohio town, where visitors can experience daily
life in the Civil War era. Completed in fiscal
year 2002, this project involved structural,
mechanical, and electrical renovations and
improvements, roof replacements, kitchen
equipment upgrades, other modifications
compliant with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, and exhibit renovation. The state
appropriation of $1.6 million also funded the
construction of an educational facility that
replicates a 19th-century Gothic Revival
church. The gatehouse was enlarged to
accommodate visitor orientation.
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PAUL LAURENCE DUNBAR HOME

OUR HOUSE STATE MEMORIAL

(Gallia County)Our House Tavern, built in
1819, served as the center of social life in
Gallipolis for many years. General Lafayette
visited in 1825, an event still marked by an
annual celebration in this Ohio River
community. The project, which received a
$45,000 state appropriation, consisted of
window and flooring rehabilitation, interior
plastering, and site work, including storm
sewer installation. The project was
recommended by the Appalachian Region
Public Facilities Task Force, and was
completed in fiscal year 1997.

PAUL LAURENCE DUNBAR STATE
MEMORIAL  (Montgomery CountyJhis is
the home of Paul Laurence Dunbar, the first
AfricanBAmerican to gain national literary
acclaim. Although Dunbar died in 1906 at the
age of 33, his mother lived in the home and
preserved his bedroom and study until her
death in 1934. This National Historic
Landmark is part of the Dayton Aviation
Heritage National Historical Park. The Dunbar
complex has been undergoing a phased
restoration, and has received state
appropriations totaling $1.04 million. The most
recent renovations include an addition to the
visitor center and restoration of the Dunbar
house interior and exterior, and a renovation of
the barn. Prior state appropriations financed
other work at the complex, including exhibit
galleries, a library, and staff offices.

QUAKER MEETING HOUSE

QUAKER MEETING HOUSE STATE
MEMORIAL  (Jefferson CountyJhe Quaker
Meeting House State Memorial in Mt. Pleasant
was the first Quaker meeting house west of the
Alleghenies. Built in 1814, the brick building
has a capacity of 2,000, and was an
engineering achievement. Its design reflects
the QuakersO simple lifestyle, and its
architecture and construction convey their
ingenuity and industry. The auditorium with its
balcony could be divided into two rooms by
lowering a wooden partition. A $59,143 state
appropriation helped fund building and exhibit
renovation and site improvements.

SCHOENBRUNN VILLAGE STATE
MEMORIAL (Tuscarawas County)
Schoenbrunn Village was founded in 1772 as
a Moravian mission to the Delaware Indians.
The early inhabitants established OhioOs first
civil code and built its first schoolhouse. The
precise and detailed records of the Moravians
enabled the Ohio Historical Society to
reconstruct the log-structure village in the
1920s. A state appropriation of $298,863
funded renovations to the visitor restrooms in
2002, and earlier New Philadelphia airport
safety improvements, site clearing and
landscaping, and reconstructed building
repairs.

SCHOENBRUNN VILLAGE

TALLMADGE CHURCH

TALLMADGE CHURCH STATE

MEMORIAL  (Summit CountyThe oldest
church in Ohio in continuous use as a place of
worship, the First Congregational Church in
Tallmadge was dedicated in 1825, and
remains almost unchanged today.
Appropriations totaling $331,027 helped fund
building restoration, including exterior painting,
side-porch columns replacement, cedar-shake
roof replacement, church pew refinishing, and
installation of a replica copper weathervane. It
also funded exhibit development and
installation.

UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK
REMOVAL (Various Locations)Jnderground
storage tanks at Fort Ancient State Memorial,
the Pigua Historical Area, and the Ohio
Historical Center have been removed and
replaced to meet current law. Work was
completed in 2002 with a state appropriation
of $107,000.

FACILITIES COMMISSION

SPORTS FACILITIES

Due to the CommissionOs success with cultural and historical facilities, the General
Assembly in 1996 assigned the Commission to work with local governments to

provide for the construction of publicly owned major- and minor-league
professional sports facilities. At that time, to reflect the expanded role, the
agencyOs name was changed from the Ohio Arts Facilities Commission to
the Ohio Arts & Sports Facilities Commission. To better represent the range
of constituents served, the name was changed to Ohio Cultural Facilities

Commission in Am. Sub. H.B. 516 of the 125th General Assembly.

All sports facilities assigned to the Commission must be owned by a
government entity, such as a city or county, and must have a long-term
lease with a professional major- or minor-league team or major motor-
sports events producer for use of the facility. The maximum state

contribution to these facilities is 15 percent of the initial estimated
cost of construction, excluding land costs.

COOPER STADIUM RELOCATION STUDY

Franklin County

Cooper Stadium is the home of the New York Yankees® AAA affiliate,
the Columbus Clippers. The stadium was built in 1932, and
completely renovated in 1977. Franklin County (the stadium and

team owner) has a $350,000 state General Revenue Fund grant
through Am. Sub. H.B. 640 of the 123rd General Assembly for
feasibility studies. Studies completed include public opinion surveys,
market analysis, conceptual design, and cost estimates for a proposed
renovation of Cooper Stadium, as well as an alternative use study for
the stadium. Approximately $11,000 remains from the appropriation.
County leaders have decided to construct a new ball park in the
downtown Columbus Arena District to replace Cooper Stadium.

ICE ARENA DEVELOPMENT

Lucas County

Am. Sub. H.B. 530 of the 126th General Assembly divided a prior
appropriation for the Marina District/Ice Arena Development into a
$5.5 million appropriation for Ice Arena Development in the city of
Toledo, and a $2 million appropriation for the Marina District
Amphitheatre and Related Development. Both projects are in the
planning stage.

CANAL PARKDAKRON  (Summit Countyfanal Park is home to
the Akron Aeros, the AA affiliate of the Cleveland Indians. The park
opened in April 1997, and in the first two seasons the Aeros set
league attendance records by drawing more than a million fans to
downtown Akron. The state-of-the-art ballpark seats 8,500 and is
expandable to accommodate a AAA team, with seating for 12,500.
The state appropriated $5.8 million for stadium construction.

CINCINNATI SPORTS FACILITIES IMPROVEMENTS

(Hamilton County)The state has appropriated $71.3 million for two
Cincinnati professional sports stadium projects: Paul Brown Stadium;
and the Great American Ball Park, including the Reds Hall of Fame.
The Commission has reimbursed Hamilton County, which manages
the projects, the entire $71.3 million in state appropriations to date,
including $4.35 million in fiscal year 2006. The Legislature has
established a combined funding cap of $81 million for the two
facilities.

¥ Great American Ball Park and Reds Hall of Fame
The new home of the Cincinnati Reds baseball team opened in
March 2003. The facility is an open-air, natural-grass stadium
with approximately 42,000 seats and 57 luxury suites. The
facility also includes the RedOs administrative offices and some
structured parking. In 2004, the Reds Hall of Fame, Fan Plaza,
Team Store, and additional entrances were completed and
opened to the public. State funds totaling $21.35 million have
been invested in the project.

¥ Paul Brown Stadium Noted for its modern design, Paul
Brown Stadium features 66,500 seats, 7,600 club seats, 108
suites, a synthetic-turf playing surface, and televised replay
screens at both end zones. It opened in 2000, and is home to
the NFLOs Cincinnati Bengals. The project included the
construction of the stadium and adjacent training facilities.
State funds totaling $50 million were invested in the project.

CLEVELAND BROWNS STADIUM (Cuyahoga County)
Construction of the $282 million, 1.64 million-square-foot Cleveland
Browns Stadium began in May 1997, and was completed ahead of
schedule, in July 1999. The first BrownsO game in the new stadium
was held on August 21, 1999. State funds totaling $36,790,605
have been reimbursed to the city for paid construction invoices.

FIFTH THIRD FIELD  (Lucas County)Dedicated in April 2002,
Fifth Third Field is home to the Toledo Mud Hens, the AAA affiliate
of the Detroit Tigers. This open-air, natural-grass stadium includes
approximately 8,500 seats and 28 suites, and is located in the
historic Warehouse District of downtown Toledo. The project included
the construction of the new baseball stadium and public plaza areas,
and the restoration of several buildings. The state appropriated

$5.4 million toward the effort.

CLASSIC PARK (GREAT LAKES BASEBALL STADIUM)

(Lake County)A naming rights agreement in fiscal year 2006 between
the city of Eastlake and the Lake County Captains baseball team
included a name change for Great Lakes Baseball Stadium to Classic
Park. It serves as the home of the Lake County Captains, Class A
affiliate of the Cleveland Indians. The stadium (located in Eastlake)
houses 15 suites, 4,500 fixed seats, and 1,500 lawn seats. The park
opened in April 2003. The state appropriated $850,000 toward this
$19.5 million project.
